AUSTRALIAN ROTARY HEALTH RESEARCH FUND (ARHRF) is offering 28 Scholarships Australia wide for medical students attending the 14 Rural Clinical Schools of Australia.

CRITERIA:

· To be eligible the candidate must demonstrate a need and must attend the RCS for the entire year. Failure to do so will have the student forfeit further payments. 

· Candidates who hold other Scholarships are not able to apply for this Scholarship, but the Scholarship is paid as an addition to Austudy allowance.
PAYMENT:

· Payment of the scholarship will be made to the student after proof of enrolment in the course at the beginning of each semester has been received.
STUDENTS OBLIGATIONS:

· The Scholarship recipient will be expected to participate in, and will be a guest of the local Rotary Clubs. 

· The Scholarship recipient will be expected to attend meetings of the local Rotary Cub when possible.    The Scholarship recipient will be expected to address the Rotary Club as well as giving a presentation that provides the members with the recipients’ background and an update on the progress of their course.   If there is more than one Rotary Club in the community, the Scholarship recipient may wish to participate in the other Rotary Club events.

The ARHRF Scholarships for Rural Clinical School Students will begin in 2007.
